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2011-2012 Tuition & Payment Information 

 

 

1.  Tuition is due by the 1
st
 class of each month.  If paid after the 7

th
 a $10.00 late fee will be added   

     to your account.   

2.  Tuition payments will be made by automatic withdrawal from your checking account or your    

     credit card.  Your tuition is still paid monthly.  If you choose not to use the “Auto-Debit”   

     payment system, a $5.00 administration charge will be added to your monthly tuition payment. 

3.  All checks should be made payable to Center Stage Dance Academy.  There is a $35.00 charge   

     on all returned checks.  Only cash will be accepted after a check is returned. 

4.  Tuition is the same amount each month regardless if it is a 3 or 5 week month.  Money is not   

     refunded for missed lessons.   

5.  Any account that is more than 60 days past due will be charged a 5% monthly late fee until the  

     balance is paid off.   If your account falls behind more than 2 months, you will be asked to pay   

     your balance or the student will not be able to participate in any CSDA activities until the   

     balance is paid in full. 
 

1.  Each family will receive a “Payment Coupon Sheet”.  This sheet will include payment slips for   

     registration, lessons, costumes and recital fees.  All payments for the entire year are listed on the   

     payment sheet along with due dates.   

2.  Please do not lay payments on the desk.  If the office manager is not at the desk put your payment in  

     an envelope and drop it in the “Payment Slot” located on the lobby wall.   

3.  If your child has a different last name or someone else is writing the check make sure that the child’s  

     full name is in the memo section of the check. 
 

Class sizes are limited! Please register for best class placement.  Registration is not complete until the 
registration fee is paid along with all properly signed forms.  The registration fee is $20.00 per new 
student ($30 per new family) or $15.00 per returning student ($25 per returning family).  This fee is 
nontransferable and nonrefundable.  
 

You may choose to pay your tuition monthly, quarterly or yearly.  If you wish to pay your year in full you 

will receive a 5% discount.  Payment must be made by your first class to receive the discount.   
 

All Recreational Classes will participate in the Winter & Spring Recitals.  (Classical Ballet Classes will only 

perform in the Spring Recital)  You do not need to purchase a costume for the Winter Show.  A $75.00 

Costume Deposit, per routine must be paid in full by October 31
st
.  Costume payments will be divided into 

3 monthly payments.  (Aug, Sept, Oct)  All final balances will be due in November. Recital Costumes will 

NOT be handed out unless your costume is paid in full and your account is current. 

 

Each family is required to pay a $50 spring recital fee.  (See the fundraising section for details on how you 

can fundraise to pay for this fee) 

 



2011-2012 Rules and Regulations 

 

 

 

1.  NO NEGATIVITY Allowed!  If you don’t have anything nice to say don’t say anything at all! 

2.  Students must wait inside the building to be picked up. 

3.  No student is permitted to leave the building without a parent or responsible person. 

4.  All students need to use the restroom before they enter class. 

5.  Students must use the shelves and the hangers for their belongings, please do not set them on the  

     lobby chairs. 

6.  Please do not interrupt the teacher while the class is in session.  If you must speak to the teacher,   

     please do so before or after the class.  If necessary, you may make an appointment.  

7.  Tapping is not permitted in the lobby. Tap shoes will ruin the tile floor. 

8.  Students should arrive at least 5 minutes before class time and picked up promptly after class. 

9.  No tapping or knocking on the viewing windows! 

10. We are not responsible for unsupervised children!!!  You are!! 

11. The lobby chairs are not to be moved.  They must remain against the walls. 

 

 

1.  No food or drinks of any kind are permitted in the dance rooms.  You must keep all food and  

     drinks in the lobby, including water!  Students are not permitted to chew gum in the dance room!! 

2.  Absolutely no street shoes on the dance floor!!!!  That means everyone!  

     (street shoes are what you wear into the building) 

3.  Dance shoes are not to be worn outside for any reason!!  They are to be worn inside only!! 

4.  All students must be in proper dress code while attending class. Appropriate shoes must also be worn   

     to all classes.  If not, your child will be asked to sit out of class.   

5.  Short hair must be secured off of the face.  Long hair must be in a Ponytail, bun, or braid. 

6.  All pre-dance tap shoes must have elastic or buckles.  No strings please!!  

7.  Parents are not permitted to walk their children into the dance room. The teacher will greet them  

     at the door and bring them into the classroom.  Please do not go into the classroom to pick them up.  

     After the class is over the teacher will bring them out to the lobby.  (we need to keep the dance floors       

     clean from dirt and water) 

8.  Class will be conducted with the doors closed.  This will avoid any distraction from the lobby. 

     The viewing windows will be closed during some of the class, however they will be open toward the   

     end of the class to show parents what they learned for the day. 

9.  Children are not to touch the mirrors or the viewing windows.  

10. Absolutely no running in the classroom. 

11. Respect your teachers and fellow dancers.
